GENERAL RULES AND REGULATIONS


OF THE


LIVESTOCK DIVISION

Director:  Dr. Shelly Mitchell DVM
1.
ELIGIBILITY - All Exhibitors must be active, bona fide members of 4-H Clubs or FFA Chapters and must be enrolled in elementary or secondary schools in Cameron, Willacy, Hidalgo or Starr Counties, Texas, and in their respective FFA Chapter or 4-H Club from November 1, 2013 through the Show period.  Exhibitors must be in the third grade or at least nine (9) years old, but under 20 years old as of January 1, 2014.

2.
RIGHTS RESERVED - The South Texas Youth Stock Show reserves the final and absolute right to interpret these Rules and Regulations and to arbitrarily settle and determine all matters, questions or discrepancies relating thereto or that may arise concerning entries or other matters connected with the Show.  The South Texas Youth Stock Show expressly reserves the right to amend or add to these Rules and Regulations at its sole discretion.  Any Exhibitor who violates any of the  rules will forfeit all privileges and awards.

3.
LIABILITY - All exhibits will be under the control and direction of the Show Management; however, the Show will in no case be responsible for any loss, injury, or damage that may occur.  Each Exhibitor will be solely responsible for any loss, injury or damage done to, occasioned by, or arising from any animal or article exhibited. The Exhibitor shall indemnify and hold harmless the Livestock Show against any legal or other proceeding, as well as any loss, injury or damage to any other person, or property, including the exhibitor themselves caused by the Exhibitor, or by any of his/her animals being exhibited. 

4. ENTRY BLANKS/ENTRY CLOSING DATE - All Entry Applications must be made on official entry forms obtainable from the South Texas Youth Stock Show 

or the Extension Office of Cameron County, Texas, and must be signed by the Exhibitor, as well as by his or her respective 4-H Adult Leader or Vocational Agriculture teacher.  All completed Exhibitor Entry Applications from a 4-H Club and FFA Chapter must be submitted together.  All 4-H Adult Leaders and  Vocational Agriculture teachers will insure that Entry Applications are received by the STYSS office or Extension Office of Cameron County, 650 East Highway 77, San Benito, Texas, by 5:00 p.m. on December 20, 2013.  Entry Applications of 4-H Club and FFA members must be accompanied by a list showing the Exhibitors’ names in alphabetical order by divisions entered.  WITHOUT REQUIRED LISTS, ENTRY APPLICATIONS WILL NOT BE ACCEPTED.

NO REFUNDS OF ENTRY FEES WILL BE MADE UNDER ANY CIRCUMSTANCES.


LATE ENTRY FEES - An additional late entry fee of $20.00 will be charged for late entries.  "Late entries" are defined herein as any entry received after  December 20, 2013, and before January 10, 2014.  Late entries will not be accepted at the Showgrounds. 

6.
DELIVERY OF LIVESTOCK - All livestock, must be delivered to the Show grounds between 4:00 p.m. and 8:00 p.m. on Thursday, January 16, 2014.  All livestock entries must be in place by Thursday evening.

7. EXHIBITORS’ I.D.  - Exhibitors’ armbands will be issued at check-in.  If an Exhibitor is exhibiting more than one animal, only one armband will be issued which must be worn at all times during the Show.  The armband will serve as the Exhibitor’s admission to the Show grounds.  Lost or stolen armbands will be replaced upon payment of a $5.00 fee.  After initial admission each day, each exhibitor must stop at the front gate and be stamped for re-entry.

8. SHOW CARDS - Each entry will be assigned a number and the Exhibitor will receive a Show Card with said number thereon.  The Show Card must be worn when entry is being exhibited.

9. FEED - Each Exhibitor must provide the feeding and watering vessels for his or her animal.  Exhibitors must bring their own animal feed to the Show.

10.
CARE OF ANIMALS - Each Exhibitor must personally care for his or her animal(s) and keep stalls/cages clean, and must keep feed and feeding vessels in an orderly manner.  All stalls/cages should be marked with exhibitors name and 4-H/FFA group name for identification purposes.

	
NOTICE
IF AT ANY TIME AN EXHIBITOR AND/OR HIS/HER AGENT FAILS TO FEED AND/OR WATER HIS/HER ANIMALS OR INSISTS ON PERMITTING HIS/HER EXHIBIT AND THE IMMEDIATE AREA TO REMAIN IN AN UNTIDY AND UNSIGHTLY CONDITION, THE MANAGEMENT OF THE LIVESTOCK SHOW RESERVES THE RIGHT TO DEMAND THE REMO8AL OF THE EXHIBIT IMMEDIATELY AND WITHOUT RECOURSE.  ALL AWARDS PREVIOUSLY WON BY THE EXHIBITOR WHOSE EXHIBIT IS REMOVED WILL BE FORFEITED.




11.
HEALTH REQUIREMENTS - All livestock exhibited must meet the health requirements of the Texas Animal Health Commission.  No Health Certificates will be required, but animals must be free of external parasites.
12.
SHOWING RESTRICTIONS - Each Exhibitor must exhibit his or her own animal, unless approval is given by the Livestock Committee.  All substitute showmen must be registered exhibitors.  Substitute showmen are not eligible for showmanship.

VALIDATION - Exhibitors must have owned and personally cared for their animal(s) continuously since the below listed dates:

Animal projects must not have been exhibited under anyone else’s name since ownership deadlines. Steers, lambs, hogs, and goats must have a proper validation tag for Willacy, Cameron, Hidalgo or Starr counties.  All exhibitors must show only animals validated in their name.  All steers, hogs, lambs and goats found to have evidence of more than one validation will be ineligible to show unless the proper Change of Ownership forms are received reflecting that the previous validations have been cancelled.

Sexually intact goats and/or sheep brought to the show grounds must have a Premis ID Tag issued by the Texas Animal Health Commission.  If an exhibitor has purchased a project from a breeder, the breeder should supply the Premis ID Tag.

14. SIFTED ANIMALS – All livestock that are found to be infested with or exposed to any contagious or communicable disease, or parasites shall be removed from the show grounds.  Any animal that cannot be 

controlled because it is wild, spooky, etc., regardless of the Division in which it is entered, will be sifted.  Sifted animals must be removed from the show grounds immediately.  The decision of the Stock Show Chairman and Division Chairperson will be final and no protests will be considered.

15.
MINIMUM NUMBER IN CLASS - Each breed will be divided into classes determined by the number of animals entered.

16.
RECLASSIFICATION - Exhibits entered in the wrong class will be reclassified by the Division Chairperson or his/her appointed representative.

17.
DISQUALIFICATION - Any Exhibitor found in possession of or under the influence of alcohol or an illegal, non-prescribed drug will be disqualified from the Show and must immediately remove his/her exhibit from the show grounds.  All animal exhibits are subject to random drug testing.  Any animal found in violation is subject to disqualification, and immediate removal from the show grounds.

18.
AREA CLEAN-UP - It will be the responsibility of each Club, Chapter or Organization to clean up its area to the satisfaction of the Division Chairperson.

19.
GROOMING OF ANIMALS - Entries may be groomed for show only at designated areas.  No oils, polishes, powders or other products may be used which would cosmetically alter the animal’s natural appearance.

20.
SHOWMANSHIP CONTEST - Awards in the Showmanship Contest will be made on the basis of showmanship and neatness of the Exhibitor, as well as attractiveness, show condition and ring behavior of the animal.  The Showmanship Contest will be held immediately following the judging of the Division for any exhibitor that wishes to participate.  There will be three age divisions: Junior Showmanship Division for exhibitors 8 – 11,  Intermediate Showmanship Division for exhibitors 12 – 14 and a Senior Showmanship Division for exhibitors 15 years and older.  There will be a Pee Wee Showmanship Division for participants ages 4 – 7.  Livestock show officials reserve the right to limit the number of Pee Wee showmanship participants for safety reasons.
21.
AREA CLOSING TIME - No Exhibitor will be allowed to remain on the Show grounds past 12:00 midnight on any  evening.

22. NIGHT SECURITY - There will be night security  selected by the Show Management on duty each evening
23.
LIVESTOCK JUDGING -  All animals entered must be available for Livestock Judging Contest (animals will not be handled by the contestants.)
23. REMOVAL OF EXHIBITS (Livestock) - All animals, must remain in place until 7:00 p.m., Saturday, January 18, 2014.  Livestock Director will announce when animals can leave grounds.
25. PROTESTS - All protests must be made in writing to the Show Management and be accompanied by affidavit setting forth the basis for the protest, together with a fee of $50.00.  Parties interested will be notified of the time and place for considering the protest.  The right of an Exhibitor to appeal from the decision of a judge or judges will be only when it is charged that an award has been made in violation of the Rules.  No protests will be accepted regarding a sifter’s or classifier’s decision.

26. ATV’S PROHIBITED – All ATV’S including 3-wheelers, 4-wheelers, dirt bikes, etc.  are prohibited from being on Cameron County Showgrounds during the entire term of this event. Anyone caught in violation of this Rule and Regulation will have the vehicle confiscated and turned over to the proper authorities.

27.
SPECIAL RULES - Special Rules and Regulations are published in each individual Division where necessary. If there is a conflict between the Special Rules of any Division and the General Rules and Regulations, the Special Rules will govern.

It is the responsibility of 4H Adult Leaders and Advisors,  Vocational Agriculture Teachers, and FFA Advisors to instruct all Exhibitors with regard to the General Rules and Regulations of the Livestock Division.

SPECIAL RULES AND REGULATIONS

OF THE

SWINE DIVISION
1.
All entries in this Division will be subject to the General Rules and Regulations of the Livestock Division; and, in addition, to the following Special Rules and Regulations.

2. A maximum of two (2) hogs may be shown by each Exhibitor.

3. There will be six (6) breed divisions as follows:

a. Duroc Breed

b. Hampshire Breed

c. Cross Breed/Light
d. Cross Breed/Dark

e. Yorkshire Breed

f. Other Pure Breeds

(Handrace, Chester and Spots)


The order of judging will be in the above order starting with Durocs

4. Hogs will be divided into weight classes by breed as nearly equal in number as possible.

The class breakdowns will be determined by the Division Committee.

5. Hogs will be weighed in on the Northwest side of the barn.  Each hog must be accompanied by its owner or advisor so identification of ownership can be determined at weigh-in.

SPECIAL RULES AND REGULATIONS

OF THE

BREEDING GOAT DIVISION

1. All entries in this division will be subject to the general Rules and Regulations of the Livestock Division, and in addition to the following Special Rules and Regulations. 

2. Animals entered in this division must be registered in the exhibitors name by January 10, 2014  Animals must be in the possession of the exhibitor by November 1, 2013, and personally fed and cared for exclusively be the exhibitor from that date through the show, under the supervision of an AST, CEA, or 4-H Adult Leader.

3. Identification:  Goats must have legible ear identification number, tag, and tattoo corresponding to registration certification number.

4. Deadline for entries will be December 20, 2013  Entry fee will be $20.00 per animal and must accompany entry application.  Photocopy of registration papers must be attached to entry application.  Original registration papers must accompany animal to show.

5. Exhibitors will not be limited to the number of entries they can enter in this division, but may enter no more than two entries per class.

6. All breeding goats must be delivered to the show grounds between the hours of 4:00 – 8:00 p.m. on Thursday, January 16, 2014.  Goats will be judged Friday, January 17, 2014 Immediately following breeding sheep, starting at 1:00 p.m.

7. Abnormalities:  Goats showing any pronounced defect, abnormality or open wounds will be barred from showing. Any evidence of cosmetic surgical alteration to enhance the physical conformation of an animal or dying of hair will disqualify the entry.

8. Fitting Guidelines:  Goats may be full haired or trimmed to the owner’s discretion.

9. Horns:  Fullbloods need to be horned with minor tipping.  Percentages may be horned or dehorned.

10. Sexually intact goats or sheep brought to the show grounds must have a Premis ID Tag issued by the Texas Animal Health Commission. If an exhibitor has purchased a project from a breeder, the breeder should supply the Premis ID Tag.

11. Breeding Goats will be shown in two divisions (Fullbloods and Percentage) and will be divided into age classes within each division. These classes will be determined by the Breeding Goat Division Chairperson.

SPECIAL RULES AND REGULATIONS

OF THE

BREEDING SHEEP DIVISION

1. All entries in this division will be subject to the general Rules and Regulations of the Livestock Division, and in addition to the following Special Rules and Regulations. 

2. Animals entered in this division must be in the possession of the exhibitor by November 1, 2013 and personally fed and cared for exclusively by the exhibitor from that date through the show, under the supervision of an AST, CEA, or 4-H Adult Leader.

3. Identification:  Sheep must have legible ear identification number., either tag, or  tattoo corresponding to validation records upon arrival at grounds.

4. Deadline for entries will be December 20, 2013.  Entry fee will be $20.00 per animal and must accompany entry application.  

5. Exhibitors will not be limited to the number of entries they can enter in this division, but may enter no more than two entries per class.

6. All breeding sheep must be delivered to the show grounds between the hours of 4:00 – 8:00 p.m. on Thursday, January 16, 2014.  Sheep will be judged Friday, January 17, 2014 starting at 1:00 p.m.

7. Abnormalities:  Sheep showing any pronounced defect, abnormality or open wounds will be barred from showing. Any evidence of cosmetic surgical alteration to enhance the physical conformation of an animal or dying of hair will disqualify the entry.

8. 
Sheep Age.  Sheep will be shown according to tooth development.  If there are less than 3 entries in a class, classes may be combined.  Combining of classes will be at the discretion of the Committee.

9. Fitting Guidelines:  Sheep must be slick shorn from knee and hock up at time of check-in, except for Delaine-Merino and Rambouillet.  Lambs with excessive wool will be sifted. 

10. Trimming tables will not be allowed in the barn and must be placed in designated areas. 

11. Sexually intact goats or sheep brought to the show grounds must have a Premis ID Tag issued by the Texas Animal Health Commission. If an exhibitor has purchased a project from a breeder, the breeder should supply the Premis ID Tag.

12. Breeding Sheep  will be shown in three divisions (Finewool Medium Wool and Southdown) and will be divided into tooth classes within each division. These classes will be determined by the Breeding Sheep Division Chairperson.

SPECIAL RULES AND REGULATIONS

OF

RABBIT DIVISION

1.
All entries will be subject to the General Rules of the Livestock Division; all exhibitors must have owned, cared for, and be in possession of their rabbits by December 1, 2013. and, in addition, to the following Special Rules and Regulations.

2.
Judging will be based upon how nearly a rabbit duplicates the breed standards set forth in the “ARBA Standard of Perfection.”

3.
One (1) hutch will be provided by the Show Management for each rabbit.

4.
An Exhibitor will be allowed to bring three (3)  rabbits to the Show.   Rabbits allowed will be 1-Jr., 1-Int. & 1-Sr. or 1-Jr. & 2-Int. (different breed and different sex) or 1-Jr. & 2-Sr. (different breed and different sex). The rabbits are to be entered into one (1) of the following nine (9) Classes: (classes will be combined if necessary)

5. Any animal which is found to have been entered in another show under a different Exhibitor’s name will be declared ineligible.

6.
Sifted animals must be removed from the Show grounds immediately.  Rabbits will be sifted if they fail to meet any of the following requirements:

Must weigh at least three (3) pounds.  All rabbits to be weighed on the official Show scales at sifting.

Must be of marketable meat and pelt (fur) quality.

5. All heifers must be halter broken and dehorned.  Heifers that do not meet show quality or condition and those that exhibitors are unable to handle will be sifted.

6. At the show, heifers will be divided into classes by weight and breed and judged accordingly. The number of classes will be dependent on the number of entries.

7. A  Champion ABC and Champion AOB heifer will be selected.
